Brucehaven Tennis Club

Constitution – Adopted 29th June 1960

Amended 3rd December 1968, 16th February 1988, 11th February 2002, 22nd March 2005 and 13th March 2007.
1 Name

The Club shall be called The Brucehaven Tennis Club.
2 Membership

Anyone is welcome to be a member of the club.

There shall be five membership categories.

· Senior Adult – aged 60 and over

· Adult – ages between 18 and 60

· Student (full time)
· Under 18s
· Non Playing

Various combinations of these will provide joint Family fees. The first day of the membership year will determine the qualifying ages.

3 The Club Committee

There should ideally be 10 committee members but this may well vary. The minimum make up shall be 6 individuals as follows:

Chairman

Secretary

Treasurer

Courts Convenor

Match Secretary

Junior Convenor

Other committee members will be required to assist with coaching plans, team match organisation, social functions, communication with members and other activities required to make the club run smoothly.

Committee members will be elected at each AGM. 

The committee shall have the powers to co-opt members to fill vacancies which may arise during the year.

4 The Financial Year

The Financial year of the club shall terminate on the 31st day of December in each year.

5 Meetings

The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held not later than the last day of March in each year. The AGM needs a minimum of ten members in attendance.  At the Annual General Meeting Office Bearers, other members of the Committee and an Auditor shall be elected, and an audited Financial Statement and other reports submitted, and any other competent business transacted. A special General Meeting of the Club may be called at any time by the authority of the Committee, or on petition from ten Senior members.

Invites to all members for any general meeting of the Club shall be issued at least two weeks before the date of the meeting.

6 Playing Facilities for School Pupils

The Club shall provide playing facilities for pupils at the local Primary School on certain afternoons each week during the school summer term, if these facilities are requested by the Head Teacher of the School.

7 Club Rules

Any necessary club rules will be put on the club notice board or beside the gate to the courts. The Committee shall have power to make any new sensible rules. Where possible they should consult with active members of the club.

8 Changes in Constitution

These can only be proposed, discussed and agreed at the Annual General Meeting.

9 If or when the Club ceases to exist

If, for any reason, the Club ceases to exist, the first action is to pay off any existing debts and liabilities. A special members’ meeting must be called to determine what happens next.
