RULES OF PLAY

1. The courts are available for play by members and guests at any time during daylight hours.  Access, however, will be restricted as follows:

a. Club Team matches take priority during the league season (see match programme, for each season, in the clubhouse).
b. Club nights (Thursday evenings from 6.30 pm) and club organised events.

c. Adult Ladies only session (one court) on Tuesdays 1000-1200.

d. General Adult session (one court) on Wednesdays 1100-1300.

e. During planned coaching sessions displayed on the notice board.

Note “Adult” includes Senior Adult and Student (full time and over 18)

2. Under 18 members may play at any time but must give priority to Adult Members after 6.30 pm on any evening. Under 18 Members who become 16 have the option to pay Student Member fees and thus have the rights of Adult Membership.

3. Appropriate clothing and sports shoes, with membership tags, are to be worn on the court at all times.

4. When members are waiting to play, no singles should be played (if more than six people on the courts) and matches should finish on completion of the current set or within 30 minutes. Under 18 members are required to give up their court to senior members after 6.30 on any evening.
5. Members may invite guests to play for a fee of £2.00 per session (maximum 2 hours). Guests may not live in the villages of Limekilns, Charlestown or Pattiesmuir. Guest fees should be passed to any committee member or to Karen Hendrie, 11 Dunfermline Rd, before play commences or very soon afterwards.
6. A list of current paid-up members (those giving authority) will be displayed on the notice board and members will be issued with coloured tags which should be displayed whilst using the courts.

7. During busy times, the organisation of play is the responsibility of those Adult Members present and they are to ensure the club rules are respected.

9. The courts and clubhouse should be left clean and free of damage. Any problems should be reported to the Courts Convenor (872799) as soon as possible.
